It can look beautiful in 
the morning when you take off and be 
an absolute terror just a couple hours 
later. Make sure you check the predict-
ed weather before you take off. We can 
get a little complacent because the 
weather here in New Mexico is beauti-
ful most of the time. It may look nice, 
but a 15 or 20-knot crosswind can take 
the fun out of a landing. Keep an eye 
on the winds. 

We had a wonderful Gathering this month. Mark Sturm gave out the schol-
arships. We definitely had a full house. It was catered by Rudy’s Bar-B-Q, 
which also seemed to be a success. I won’t go over all the scholarships 
here, but seven were given out.

The Luke Vaughn Scholarship Winner 
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It was a nearly perfect event, with 70 YEs showing up and flown out of 90 registered Young Eagles by 14 pilots. We did not push for 
more YEs as we would have required 4.5 flights for all of the pre-committed pilots, which would have put us into risky weather time 
of day. Pilots, on average, like to remain at about 3 flights, which made this event a near perfectly happy event for all everyone. We 
were lighter on first-timers at 1/3, and 1/3 were female Young Eagles.

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Hello out there EAAers!   

Flying weather is upon us (as soon as the Spring Winds calm down), so 
here are some questions (and anwsers) to peak your interest about aero-
dynamics and more! 
 
1 - If you float when you flare, it’s usually because : 
 a) You’re too slow 
 b) You’re too fast 
 c) You flared too early 
 d) You landed on the water! 
 
2 - A stall that happens at more than 1 G is : 
 a) A Normal Stall 
 b) A Power-on Stall 
 c) An Aileron Stall 
 d) An Accelarated Stall 
 
3 - As you enter ground effect, downwash flattens out, and the aircraft’s  
  lift vector tilts : 
 a) Forward toward the vertical 
 b) Aft toward the tail 
 
4 - Elevator Trim is used to hold : 
 a) Pitch Angle 
 b) Heading 
 c) Airspeed 
 d) Groundspeed 
 
5 - As weight decreases, stall speed : 
 a) Decreases 
 b) Increases 
 c) Stays the Same 
 d) Increases only if the OAT is above ISA 
 
6 - Extending Flaps _ lift and _ drag : 
 a) Decreases, decreases 
 b) Increases, decreases 
 c) Decreases, increases 
 d) Increases, increases 
 
 
 
 

A further discussion of aerodynamics -  
 

On take-off or in a climb, in a propellor driven airplane, with the engine 
mounted in the nose, the aircraft will move to the left of the centerline if 
nothing is done to counter its movement.  This left turning tendency is 
caused by 4 forces that are acting on the airplane simultaneously.    They 
are Torque, P-Factor, Gyroscopic Precession, and the Spiraling Slip-
stream.  Let’s take a closer look! 

Torque is the left turning tendency created by the normal operation of the  
engine and propellor.  Newton’s Third Law of Motion states that “for every 
action, there is an equal and opposite reaction.”  As the throttle is en-
gaged, and engine power increased, the engine torque and the right-
turning propellor, as viewed from the cockpit, will cause the airplane to 
turn to the left.  While drag and friction of the left main tire also comes into 
play, it is mostly due to Newton’s Third Law that the airplane turns left.  
You will need to hold enough right rudder pressure to make it track 
straight down the runway! 

P-Factor  affects the airplane fairly dramatically and is caused by the pro-
pellor during a climb or descent.  In our example here, we are talking 
about a climb.  So what is happening?  The assymetric loading of the pro-
pellor is a function of the pitch angle and the relative wind.  In a climb, the 
descending blade on the right side of the aircraft takes a bigger “bite” of 
air than does the ascending blade on the left side of the aircraft.  The op-
posite is true in a descent.  So after take off, during the climb, and until 
you level off, you will need to hold enough right rudder pressure to make it 
track straight! 

Gyroscopic Precession is a fancy term for an effect that happens to a spin-
ning disk.  The propellor of an airplane is acting like a spinning disk.  That 
spinning disk wants to remain in one place in space and it strongly resists 
any force applied to it.  If any force that is applied to the disk, such as 
when you pitch up for a climb, the force is felt 90 degrees to that force.  In 
other words it willl make the nose of the airplane turn to the left when you 
pitch the nose up.  This is not hard to understand and it’s effect will be re-
vealed if you don’t hold the required right rudder in the climb to make it 
track straight! 

Spiraling Slipstream happens when your propellor is moving fast and the 
airplane is moving slow, such as in a power-on stall attempt or at the be-
ginning of you take off.  Because the propellor is spinning, it imparts a spi-
raling tendency to the air that it is pushing rearward, as the name implies.  
As the air  wraps itself around the aircraft, it tends to hit the verticle tail

from the left side.  However 
small, this additional contribu-
tion will help to make the nose 
of the aircraft turn left.  While 
some aircraft are affected 
more than others, it still is a 
factor in the left turning 
tendencies of all propellor 
driven airplanes.  And, yes, 
there are some exceptions, 
but those examples are few in 
comparison.  Those excep-
tions are found in aircraft 
where the propellor is mount-
ed aft of the engine itself!  So 
if you are driving a “tractor” 
type airplane (with the engine 
mounted in the nose), you will 
need to hold some right rud-
der pressure to make it track 
straight on take off or in a 
climb! 

While I have flown many 
“tractors”, I have only flown 
one non-tractor.  Its engine 
was above and behind the 
cockpit.  Occasionally, after I 
flared I found myself floating…  
Yes, it was an Lake amphibi-
an.  Strange indeed!  BTW, 
once you transition to jets, you 
will not need to hold right rud-
der in the climb! 
 
That’s it for this month.  Get 
out there and fly!
